Arizona Health Literacy – Next Steps (April 5, 2011)
Goal:
We would like to continue raising awareness of HL issues among professionals and build resources, including a statewide coalition. 

Target audience: professionals (healthcare, educational, librarians, literacy, social work, etc). 

Reason: We may be able to have a larger impact on professionals than on the public; also professionals need to be prepared for the patients who want to be engaged. 

Next Steps:

1. Update the coalition website (www.azhealthliteracy.org), link to resource website; show that the two are connected (Jutta, would like help)

2. Create an introductory lesson (lesson plan) on HL, for people who want a place to start, possibly for in-service training, etc. 

a. Outline topics and referencing existing material (Jutta will start, help is needed)

b. Post on both websites and promote in other ways

3. Find ways to direct people to the resource website http://healthliteracy.pharmacy.arizona.edu/index.html
a. perhaps track usage (Marty will investigate)

b. consider more seminars on HL (we have the webinars from last year)

4. Identify conferences in AZ where we can propose a session on HL (all) 
a. when an event has been identified, we can try to find a speaker through the coalition

b. consider specific topics, HL solutions or something practical that people can implement, e.g. Two things you can do, or Talking to older adults

5. Consider a statewide conference on HL (Sue would help organize)

a. One day event; possibly annual

b. Look for grant funding for a conference on HL (all)
c. Involve those who have been involved in other states (e.g. Andrew, Barry Weiss)

6. Build HL coalition (all help spread the word, Jutta will begin by touching base with all individuals who had expressed an interest last year)

a. Purpose: identify helpers to keep the websites up-to-date, to help with conference planning, to have more resources, to have a group we can tap into

b. Value of having a coalition: an association of like-minded individuals, list of people to contact, a sounding board, potentially create a list of speakers, consider planning regional conferences, compile news and innovations from around the state
